District 20 awarded him the Periclean Award in June 2013.  Having lived a long and honorable life, Chris passed away at age 90. 

Nicholas “Steve” Pisanos NOV 10, 1919 - JUN 06, 2016
Born in Athens Steve came to America in 1938 and eventually became a member of the RAF’s Eagle Squadrons comprised of American 
volunteers.  On May 3, 1943, in a ceremony at the American Embassy in London, Pisanos became the first person ever naturalized as a
U.S. citizen on foreign soil.  He downed 10 German planes during World War II, making him a double-ace.  Crash landing in France on March 5, 
1944, Steve spent 6 months working with the French Resistance until the Liberation of Paris.  A true hero, Steve Pisanos died at age 96.

As a member of the 872nd Airborne Engineers, Peter saw action in the South Pacific while building airfields on the Islands of the Philippines, 
New Guinea and Okinawa.
